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Take Knowles’ Andragogic Model....Please!!

· people will be ready to learn something when it will help them to cope with real-life tasks or problems (Knowles, 1978).  

· people have a natural tendency to learn; learning will flourish if nourishing, encouraging environments are provided (see Grundtvig’s folkhighschools).    

What’s So Funny?

· Life is education--the best teaching methods emerge from real-life situations and experiences (Lindeman, 1961).  

· The surprise and spontaneity that are inherent in humor encourage a shift in focus (Fry & Salameh, 1987).  

What are you, Crazy??

· Humor is liberating, and allows the ego to assert vulnerability (Freud, 1960).  

· Critical reflection can begin only after one’s emotions have been validated and accepted.  Humor provides the tools needed to work through the emotions and problems that cause fossilized perceptions.

· Humorous images can provide psychic distance, while reinforcing the present and still keeping students focused on their own problems. (Fry & Salameh, 1987).

Did You Hear The One About…..Maturity?

· In adulthood we can become aware of the uncritically assimilated perceptions about conventional wisdom and power relationships (Mezirow,  2000).  

· Assimilation is ignoring valuable new experiences in favor of protecting our own personal status quo (Tennant and Pogson, 1988).  Humor can ease learners out of their pre-existing ways of viewing the world.  

· Maturity implies that one is realistic, self-accepting, accepting of other people and the natural world, spontaneous, and able to identify with humanity in a democratic way (Maslow’s, 1962).  

A Funny Thing Happened of the Way to Mezirow’s Transformative Learning…

· Humor can help to disrupt the learner’s world view and stimulate uncertainty, ambiguity and doubt about previously taken-for-granted interpretations of experience (Taylor, 1998).

· Humor can help us to revise our meaning structures, and deconstruct—and learn from--our life experiences.  
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Improvisation is the art of thinking on your feet and off the top of your head. 

In improv, we create conflict, and then find ways to resolve it—with improv games.  Improv games can help improve skills in:  teamwork; creativity; focus; spontaneity; problem-solving.  In improv, you create the scene, as well as your way OUT of the scene.  

All games can be used to introduce cultural literacy.  

Rules of Improvisation

Share Your Voice---“Yes, and”--- “Do it wrong, do it strong!”--- Commit to your scene and ideas---Don’t ask questions! (Instead, use “yes, and”)---Respect the subconscious mind  
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1)  The Hot Spot:    the person in the middle is in the “hot spot”, and needs the team members to help him/her get out of there, by offering their ideas.  For example the person in the center circle will say a type of food beginning with the letter “a”.  Then, someone from outside taps him/her and says a “b” food, etc.  Also can be done with songs.  

2)  Stand, Sit, Kneel:  Make a scene with 3 people, each doing an action.  Use the dialogue and scene to justify why you moved to a new position.  

3)  Question Scene:  You must resolve the scene, after you’ve been given your who, where, and relationship between you and your partner.  

4)  1)  Noogieland:     Each person contributes one word to the story; then a one-word-each moral to the story.  Do not plan your reply.  If you do, you automatically stop listening.  
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1)  The Name Game:  Clap and point and say person’s name

2)  You:  Creates respect for the person who is to receive your “cue”.  It is total body listening.  Can also use colors/cartoons/soap/football teams/weather/foods

3)  Dominoes:  Someone provides a sound and motion; once the sound/motion have returned to the starting person, the next person offers another sound/motion, and continues.  

4)  The Professor:  Two people are parts of one mind.  You’ll be given the names of 2 objects.  Each person offers one word at a time to explain how the objects are related.

Ataturk, pressed the importance of wormen in achieving the Turkish independence: *In Turkish society, wornen
have not lagged behind men in science, scholarship, and culture Perhaps they have even gone futher ahead”. Ataturk gave
same equal rights to wornen in all spheres of life including ‘ful political fights” "In the mid- 19305, 18 wornen, among thern a
villager, were elected to the national parliament. Later, Turkey had the world's first women supreme court justice”
